This Game
The New Mexico State menôs basketball team continues its ýrst WAC road trip of the 
season at San Jose State, Monday, Jan. 5, at 8 p.m., in San Jose, Calif.  The game is 
carried on the Aggie Sports Network and on KGRT 104 FM in Las Cruces with the óVoice 
of the Aggiesô Jack Nixon.  The Aggies are 7-7 and 1-0 in the league after defeating Fresno 
State, 79-66, Jan. 3, in Fresno, Calif.  

New Mexico State Aggies
The Aggies began WAC play with a 79-66 win at Fresno State, Jan. 3, at the Save Mart 
Center in Fresno, Calif. The victory was the ýrst road win of the season for the Aggies.  
Sophomore guard Jahmar Young had a game-high 25 points while sophomore forward 
Wendell McKines collected his eighth double-double of the season with 18 points and 12 
rebounds.  

This season, NMSU has consistently had a balanced offensive attack with four players 
recording double-digit scoring averages with sophomore guard Jahmar Young and junior 
guard Jonathan Gibson posting 17.8 and 14.9 points per game, respectively.  Sophomore 
forward Wendell McKines is supplying 13.3 points along with a team-best 9.1 rebounds per 
contest while freshman forward Troy Gillenwater is adding 12.0 points.  

San Jose State Spartans
The Spartans are 6-5 after starting the conference season with a 66-61 loss to Louisiana 
Tech, Jan. 3, in San Jose.  Sophomore guard Adrian Oliver scored a game-high 18 points 
while junior forward C.J. Webster followed with 17 points and senior forward Tim Pierce

Last Game
The Aggies won both their WAC opener and ýrst road game of the season at Fresno 
State, 79-66, Jan. 3.  NMSU has now won the last three games in the series.  The Aggies 
recorded their ýrst halftime lead on the road, 40-22.

WAC Openers
NMSU began its fourth season in the WAC with a 79-66 win at Fresno State, Jan. 3.  The 
Aggies are now 4-0 in WAC openers.  

In a League of Their Own
The Aggies are leading the WAC in both individual and team categories.  Freshman guard 
Hernst Laroche has a league-best assist/
turnover ratio (2.74) and sophomore guard 
Jahmar Young is second in scoring (17.8 
points per game).  Young also ranks third in 
free-throw percentage (81.7).  Junior guard 
Jonathan Gibson is ýrst in 3-point ýeld goals 
made (2.46) and fourth in steals per game 
(1.54).  In 3-point ýeld goal percentage, 
Young ranks second (45.8) while Gibson 
follows in fourth (43.2).  Sophomore 
forward Wendell McKines ranks ýrst in 
rebounding (9.1) while freshman forward 
Troy Gillenwater is second in blocks per 
game (1.71).

Young Guns
Sophomore guard Jahmar Young led the Aggies in scoring in the ýrst six games of the 
season.  He is averaging 17.8 points per game.  He had a career-high seven 3-point ýeld 
goals in the win over Loyola Marymount, Dec. 28.  

Dual Threat 
Sophomore forward Wendell McKines has recorded a double-double in eight games this 
season.  McKines opened the WAC season with 18 points and 12 rebounds.  He had 15 
points and 10 rebounds against New Mexico, Dec. 30, after a 12-point and 12-rebound 
performance against Loyola Marymount, Dec. 28.  McKines had a span of four consecutive 
double-double versus Prairie View A&M, (19 points, 12 rebounds), UTEP (15 points and 12 
rebounds), Sacramento State, (17 points and 11 rebounds) and at North Texas (14 points 
and 10 rebounds).  His ýrst double-double of the season occurred at Long Beach State, 
Nov. 30, with 16 points and a season-high 11 rebounds.  In his ýrst start of the year, the 
Oakland, Calif., native tied his career-high performance with eight ýeld goals on 14 shots.  
He leads the Aggies with 9.1 rebounds per game.    

Offensive Outburst
The Aggie offense was clicking with a 104-62 win over Loyola Marymount, Dec. 28.  
NMSUôs 59 ýrst half points were the most scored in a half since 59 against Norfolk State, 
Dec. 28, 2006.  The Aggies made 17 3-pointers, which were only two shy of the school 
record.  Sophomore guard Jahmar Young scored a season-high 30 points on a career-high 
seven 3-pointers.  Junior guard Jonathan Gibson also had tied his season-high mark with 
20 points.  Sophomore forward Wendell McKines posted his sixth double-double of the 
season with 12 points and 12 rebounds.  Sophomore guard Gordo Castillo and freshman 
guard Terrance Joyner also had career-high performances with nine and seven points, 
respectively.  In addition, freshman center Hamidu Rahman blocked a career-high ýve 
shots.  

There’s No Place Like Home
The Aggies had a very successful non-conference season at the Pan American Center.  
NMSU was 6-1 at home with wins over UTEP, Loyola Marymount, Sacramento State, 
Prairie View A&M, Pepperdine and UC Riverside with New Mexico handing the Aggies 
their lone home loss, 68-66, Dec. 30.  

Freshmen Feats
Freshman center Hamidu Rahman and freshman guard Terrance Joyner had career nights 
in their ýrst game at UTEP, Dec. 20.  Rahman had a career-high 19 points to lead the 
Aggies on a 5-of-7 performance from the ýeld and a 9-for-10 showing at the free-throw 
line.  

Joyner was a spark off the bench with a career-high six points, four rebounds and his ýrst 
steal as an Aggie.  

Red Hot Rivalry 
NMSU snapped a two-game losing skid to UTEP with a 90-78 victory, Dec. 14.  The Aggiesô 
90 points were the most either team has scored in the series since Dec. 2, 2000.  

The Newest Addition
Freshman guard Terrance Joyner has joined the Aggies after completing his second 
semester at NMSU.  In his ýrst appearance, he had two assists and two rebounds in 11 
minutes played against Prairie View A&M, Dec. 17.   

Fearless
For the second consecutive year, the Aggies played two teams ranked in the top 25 in the 
ýrst ýve games of the season.  NMSU fell at No. 20/19 Southern California, 73-60, Nov. 18, 
and No. 23 Kansas, the defending national champions, 100-79, Dec. 3.  Last season, the 
Aggies played at No. 13/10 Duke and versus No. 15/16 Texas.  

Troy’s Treys  
Freshman forward Troy Gillenwater scored in double-ýgures in the Aggies ýrst 10 games 
of the season.  At Long Beach State, he recorded two assists, the ýrst of his career, and a 
season-high three steals.  Gillenwater collected a season-high four assists against UTEP, 
Dec. 14.

Season Openers
For only the second time in ýve years, the Aggies opened the season in Las Cruces.  NMSU defeated UC Riverside, 79-52, Nov. 15.  The 
win was the largest margin of victory in a season opener since a 106-70 win over Simon Fraser, in the 1997-98 season opener.  

WAC Predictions 
In the WAC Preseason Polls, the Aggies were voted to ýnish third in the conference by both the coaches and media.  The coaches picked 
Nevada to take ýrst with Utah State, NMSU, San Jose State, Boise State, Louisiana Tech, Fresno State and Idaho to follow.  The media 
also selected Nevada, Utah State and NMSU to the top three spots while Louisiana Tech, Boise State, San Jose State, Fresno State, 
Hawaiôi and Idaho rounded out the poll.  The coaches voted junior guard Jonathan Gibson to the preseason ýrst team while sophomore 
guard Jahmar Young was a second team selection.  Gibson was also a media pick for the preseason all-conference team.  

Aggie Agenda
The Aggie schedule this year includes a strong non-conference slate with marquee games at Kansas, the 2008 NCAA National Champions, 
and Southern California.  NMSU plays 16 games in the Pan American Center and the schedule is highlighted with seven teams that 
played in the 2008 postseason.  NMSU also hosts its third consecutive ESPNU BracketBuster game. 

Looking Ahead
The Aggies return home to host Nevada, Thursday, Jan. 8, at 7 p.m., and Utah State, Saturday, Jan. 10, at 7 p.m.

Head Coach Marvin Menzies

In his ýrst year at the helm of the New Mexico State menôs basketball team, head coach Marvin 
Menzies led the Aggies to their ýrst regular season WAC title.  NMSU was co-champions after posting 
a 12-4 league record, which is the best mark in three seasons in the conference.  Menzies also 
directed the Aggies to their second consecutive appearance in the WAC Tournament title game.  

Nationally, the Aggies ranked in the top 25 in three statistical team categories including rebounding 
margin.  NMSU was second in the country, only trailing North Carolina, with an advantage of 8.9 
rebounds per game.  The high-powered Aggie offense also ranked No. 17 in scoring offense (79.8 
points per game) and No. 24 in ýeld goal percentage (47.6).  

Making their second consecutive appearance in the WAC Tournament title game in 2008, the Aggies 
(21-14) just narrowly missed the NCAA Tournament after falling in triple overtime to Boise State in one 
of the most exciting conference championship games of the season.  

Menzies guided the Aggies to their 23rd 20-plus win season in the programôs history which was a 
challenge when the schedule included games at Duke, Louisville and against Texas and West Virginia.  
He was also winningest ýrst-year head coach in Aggie history.  

The 2007-08 edition was a veteran team with ýve seniors.  Guard/forward Justin Hawkins became the 
Aggies ýrst two-time, ýrst team All-WAC selection.  In only two seasons at NMSU, Hawkins joined the 
1,000 point club and ranks No. 16 on the list with 1,126 career points.  

Menzies became the 24th coach in the history of Aggie basketball, June 29, 2007, after spending two 
seasons as an assistant coach under Rick Pitino at Louisville. 

Considered one of the best recruiters in the country, Menzies has landed some of the nationôs top 
recruiting classes in his 17-year collegiate career.  In his last season at Louisville, the Cardinals 
ýnished 24-10, reached the second round of the NCAA Tournament and was No. 20 in the ýnal USA 
TODAY/ESPN Menôs Basketball Coaches Top 25 Poll (2006-07).   

Prior to joining the Cardinalsô staff, Menzies spent one year at UNLV under former Atlanta Hawks 
coach Lon Kruger (2004-05).  With the Running Rebels, Menzies helped sign an incoming class that 
was rated fourth in the nation. 

Before his time at UNLV, Menzies worked at Southern California for a season as an assistant coach 
(2003-04) under current Philadelphia 76ers assistant coach Henry Bibby.  In only one year with the 
Trojans, he assisted in producing a No. 3-ranked recruiting class.  

Menzies had a four-year tenure at San Diego State (1999-03).  He was the leading recruiter for the 
Aztecs and Steve Fisher, who won the NCAA National Championship in 1989 at Michigan.  Menzies 
helped to guide the Aztecs to the postseason in back-to-back years (2002-03) for the ýrst time since 
1975-76.  At San Diego State, Menzies signed a pair of nationally ranked recruiting classes in 2001 
(top 25) and 2000 (top 40) along with the programôs ýrst-ever McDonaldôs All-American. 

Menzies began his collegiate career at Santa Monica (Calif.) College as an assistant coach under 
current Aggie assistant to the head coach John McMullen.  Menzies spent six seasons as an assistant 
and associate head coach (1991-94, 1995-96 and 1997-99).  He was as the teamôs head coach for a 
year (in 1994-95) and guided the Corsairs to a 24-8 record.  Menzies led Santa Monica to the Western 
States Conference title while he earned conference coach of the year honors.  

With Menzies on the staff, the program was a collective 181-46.  During his tenure, 38 players went 
on to NCAA schools.  In 1996, the Corsairs produced a school-record 27-game winning streak and a 
school-best 32-2 ýnish. Menzies recruited the top three scorers in the schoolôs history. 

Between his time at Santa Monica, he was as an assistant coach at Cal State Sacramento (1996-97).  
He coached under current San Antonio Spurs assistant Don Newman as the program transitioned 
from Division II to Division I. 

Beginning his coaching career at his prep alma mater, Hamilton High School in Los Angeles, Calif., 
Menzies was an assistant coach for eight years.  A California native, Menzies was a letterwinner in 
three sports at Hamilton.  

Menzies earned a bachelorôs degree in economics from UCLA in 1987 and a masterôs degree in 
education from Cal State Sacramento in 2003. He and his wife, Tammy, have a daughter, Andreanna, 
and a son, Andre.
